TheCuyahoga Falls

Chamber of Commerce
began in the fall of 1926 by a group of
businessmen and property owners.
At the Annual Meeting of thEalls Civic
Associationa committee of 15 was
appointed for the purpose of organizing a Chamber
of Commerce. The first Meeting was held at the
City Hall on November 24, 1926, followed by a
membership campaign in January 1927.
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Cuyahoga Falls Mayor, Don L. Robart announced thi
afternoon that the City has been awarded 2 grants
through Ohio’s Clean Ohio Revitalization

Fund. “Diligence and proper planning have paved th [
way for today”, stated Mayor Robart. “We are
encouraged by both awards and are committed to se
both projects through to completion”.

A $2 million grant has been awarded for the dernuoiibf the State Road
Shopping Center. Once vibrant, this 25-acre shmparea fell into disrepair
and currently houses two outdated multilevel vaearthor stores with
numerous smaller vacant storefronts and large pgudieas. Clean Ohio
Funds will help the City remediate soil contamioatidemolish over 350,000
square feet of decaying building, and redevelopsiteeinto a new mixed-use
center.

Prominent Cleveland developer, Robert L. Starktaft¥nterprises, was
recently selected as the developer for “Portages$ing” on the former
shopping center property. “What is now a 25-accevbfield site will become
a neighborhood marketplace that is walkable, unancecommunity-focused”,
stated Development Director, Susan L. Truby.

The second grant in the amount of $1.8 million @asrded for the remedia-
tion of the Buckeye property. “Located at 4610t&foad, the Buckeye
property is situated in our City's top growth afearesidential development,”
stated Fred Guerra, Planning Director. The Clehio Bevitalization Fund
has played a very important role in furthering eraic development progress
