By Paul B. Carroll and Chunka Mui, 
published by the Penguin Group, 2008, 310 pages 

Carroll and Mui take major business errors and corporate disasters of recent times 
to uncover the failed strategies. Numerous large corporations are dissected to 
uncover the tactics of corporate failure. Analyzing failure patterns and describing 
strategies to avoid mistakes, the authors provide a lesson plan taken from smart 
corporate leaders who survived major disasters. While this is not a pleasant read, 
it is a must-read book for business leaders. Business magazines such as CIO In-
sight and INC. have named this book the #1 business book of 2008.
